Foundation for Global Sports Development:
London 2012 Olympic Games Competition Terms and Conditions

Please read and sign these terms and conditions so that your child may enter this Competition. 

About the Foundation for Global Sports Development

1. The Foundation for Global Sports Development is a non profit charity whose aims are to promote sportsmanship, education, fairplay and ethics amongst the world’s youth (the “Charity”).  This Competition is intended to encourage the education of children on the upcoming London 2012 Olympic Games.  By entering into this Competition, you agree to the following terms and conditions on behalf of your child. 

Who can enter?

2. The Competition is open to children aged between 10-16 years old (in school years 6-12) on the 5th September 2011 who are resident in the UK and who attend UK schools that have agreed to participate in the Charity’s series of Olympic themed lesson plans (each an “Entrant”).  Proof of age, identity and eligibility may be requested.  No purchase is necessary. 

Entering the Competition

3. Submissions (of poems, essays and artwork) (each a “Submission”) must be made by the teachers, parents or guardians of the Entrant between 09:00 Monday 5th September, 2011 (the opening date) and 16:00 11th November, 2011 (the closing date).  Entries must be accompanied by the required entry details and submitted by post or e-mail to the address specified. Late entries shall not be accepted.

4. Entrants may only enter individually.  One Submission per Entrant.  If more than one Submission is received, only the first Submission will be considered. 

5. The Submission must be the Entrant’s own work and must not infringe the rights of any other person.  Parents and/or guardians/teachers (as applicable) of Entrants agree to indemnify the Charity against any claim by a third party for breach of these terms and conditions.  Submissions must not be offensive, defamatory, obscene or contain other unsuitable materials.

6. The Charity shall not be responsible for any technical malfunction or other problem which may result in a Submission being lost or not properly received, including infection by any form of computer virus. 

7. The Charity reserves the right to amend the entry times to this Competition, including, but not limited to, opening a second window for submissions at any time to encourage wider participation in the competition. 

Picking the winners

8. Entrants’ Submissions will be judged by an independent panel consisting of past Olympians selected by the Charity and members of the Charity’s board (the “Panel”).  The Panel is subject to change without notice. 

9. The Panel will judge all Submissions on several criteria, including, but not limited to: submission, concept and execution and age of the Entrant.  The Panel may also have regard to subjective criteria, including, but not limited to, the distribution of winners amongst participating schools.  Judging shall occur on or before 31st March, 2012.  The Panel reserves the right to disqualify any Submissions which breach these terms and conditions.  The Panel’s decision shall be final. 

10. The Panel shall in their absolute discretion select up to 50 winners (the “Winners”) and 25 reserves (the “Reserves”).  The Charity shall notify the parents or guardian of the Winners on or before 15th April, 2012 by reply to the email address used for entry into this Competition and by contacting the Winners school as well as in the Charity website.  Unsuccessful Entrants will not be contacted.  No feedback will be provided and no correspondence entered into. 

The Prizes

11. The prize winners aged 12-16 on 5th September 2011 will receive an all expenses paid, five day trip, to the London 2012 Olympic Games.  The prize will include housing, transportation, food, tickets to Olympic events, as well as visits with current and former Olympians and other successful role models.  The prize is as stated.  There is no cash alternative and the prize cannot be sold or transferred in any circumstances.  

12. The prize winners aged 10-11 on 5th September 2011 will receive a pair of London 2012 Olympic or Paralympic tickets. The prize will not include transportation, food or accommodation. There is no cash alternative and the prize cannot be sold or transferred in any circumstances.
13. Prize notifications returned as undeliverable or otherwise not acknowledged within 14 days after being sent will be deemed forfeited and awarded to a Reserve.  If a Winner cannot accept the prize owing to illness or lack of availability, that Winner shall be deemed to have forfeited the prize and their prize shall be awarded to a Reserve.  All travel dates and arrangements (including, without limitation tickets to event) are subject to change and availability.  Parents or guardian of the Winners will be required to sign a further Parental Consent and Liability Release in conjunction with the prize.  Failure to complete these requirements within [10] days of notification will result in disqualification, and the prize shall be awarded to a Reserve.  
Some other rules

14. By entering this Competition, the parents or guardian and Entrants release and hold harmless the Charity and its affiliates, directors, officers, employees and agents from any and all liability or any injuries, loss or damage of any kind arising from or in connection with participation in this Competition or acceptance of any prize, provided that nothing in these terms and conditions will exclude or restrict the Charity’s liability for death or personal injury caused by gross negligence or fraud.

15. To effectively manage the Competition, we may collect, store and process personal information regarding the Entrant and/or their parent and guardian.  For the purposes of the Data Protection Act 1998, the data controller is the Charity.  The types of information that we may be required to handle include personal and other details of submitted to us by the Entrant and/or their parent and guardian.  The information, which may be held on paper or on a computer or other media, will be used in connection with the selection of the Entrant and if chosen, the administration of the prize.  By entering into this Competition, the Entrant and/or their parent and guardian consents to the collection and use of their information by the Charity in accordance with these terms. 

16. By entering into this free Competition, you consent to any use, reproduction or copying by the Charity of your Submission, in any media or any form, including for advertising, publicity, creation of a permanent archive or collation into a publication. 
17. The Charity reserves the right to terminate, modify or suspend the Competition at any time. 

18. These terms and conditions are governed by the laws of England and Wales. 
19. Each of the parties hereto irrevocably agrees that the state and federal courts located in Los Angeles, California shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any suit or other proceeding arising out of or based upon this Agreement, and each hereby waives any claim that it is not subject personally to the jurisdiction of said courts or that any such suit or other proceeding is brought in an inconvenient forum or improper venue.
